THE PENALTY SYSTEM
The key to understanding the penalty system is remembering that each fivesome is allowed to have either one "A”

player (0-8 handicap) or two"B’ players (9:16 handicap). For example, a fivesome with two "A" golfers and three “C”
golfers would incur a penalty. A fivesome with two “B” golfers and three “C" golfers would not. ‘C" golfers have no
bearing on the penalty system.

° Stated simply, if a team has one “A” player, then it can not have any additional “A” or “B” players without
incurring a penalty. The same holds true for a fivesome with two "B players.

Accumulate handicaps from all your players, including your team captain.

If your team is in violation of the formula, penalize the excess “A” and/or "B" golfers according to the
penalty chart. (CHART 1)..... Make sure you adhere to both the Greater and Lowest rules.

3. Figure your team handicap by multiplying the lowest handicap in the group by [.35] (CHART 2)
Follow the team handicap reference chart.
5 Figure the overall team handicap by adding the team penalty and the team handicap. Remember

that your team handicap is always subtracted from the gross score, making it a minus number,
while the team penalty is added to the gross score, making it a plus number.

The following chart should be used for figuring each team's penalty. As the chart illustrates, the lower the golfer's handicap, the
higher the penalty assessed. :
